| ab. Students learned about the different layers of the earth
pnd plate tectonics in augmented reality, a technology that
displays images in the room when looking through an iPad or
pther digital camera. Students then had to build an
parthquake machine and build a robust structure that could
withstand a magnitude 10 LEGO earthquake. They didn't just
et to grab their LEGO though. They first had to mine and
deliver it by creating a robotic delivery system using the new
Design Lab Ozobots.

Once their prototype building had passed the test, students
took their designs to the next level of scale and built bigger
buildings for the larger earthquake machine. There were a
ton of failures at first but with the successful designs, the
deas started spreading and most groups were able to create
b robust structure that could withstand the violent shaking.
